Dispensing these
funds is at the discretion of our Organization.

The Irish Culture Club is happy to offer financial assistance
to two students who are residents of Delaware and will attend
coliege during the fall term of 2010. Any high school senior
who is a resident and is now attending a Delaware secondary
school is eligible to compete for these scholarships. Because
of the generosity of Mrs. Elizabeth O'Hanlon, our Organization
will be able to continue this program yearly. For the scholas-
tic year of 2010-2011, we will award two, one-time scholarships,
each with a value of $500.00.

These two awards will be given to those students who have shown
leadership in and significant contribution to ethnic activities
and have displayed dedication to scholastic performance.
